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BOB HOPE AIRPORT  
What is now the Bob Hope Airport was dedicated as United Airport on 
Memorial Day weekend, 1930, the first million dollar airport in the United 
States.   
 
The Airport Authority is sensitive to air pollution issues and spent $1.2 
million to install electric charging stations at all 14 gates to enable those 
airlines that choose to do so to replace diesel powered ground service 
equipment (GSE) with electric powered units.  In addition, the Airport 
installed special particulate matter removal systems on its fleet of parking 
shuttle vehicles and runs the fleet on low sulphur fuel.  The Authority has 
also started the process of investigating alternative re-powering systems 
for its shuttle fleet.   
 
In 2008, the Bob Hope Airport served 5.3 million passengers with 
commercial service provided by Alaska Airlines, American Airlines, Delta 
Connection, jetBlue Airways, Southwest Airlines, USAirways, and United
